Join us for the Teen Mental Health and Wellness Webinar Monday,
November 16th from noon-1:00 Dr. Kendra Read is a clinical

psychologist and the Director of the Mood and Anxiety Programs at
Seattle Children’s. She is also the Director of Psychology Training
through the University of Washington School of Medicine Child

Psychiatry Fellowship.
She specializes primarily in the treatment of youth with anxiety

disorders and OCD, including when these disorders overlap with other
difficulties.

She will discuss teen anxiety and have time for questions at the end of
the presentation.

This presentation will have interpreter services available and it will be
recorded to be viewed at a later time.
